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Presentacion

Lo que inicialmente empezamos como un listado de lenguas para uso de nuestros
alumnos de la Universitat de Valéncia, fue creciendo hasta convertirse en este
volumen, que recoge, aunque no con total exhaustividad, los posibles gloténimos
utilizados para la mayoria de lenguas y variedades dialectales del mundo.

Nuestro objetivo no era la espafiolizacion de los gloténimos (tarea mas propia de la
Academia), aunque en casi todos los casos hemos respetado las acepciones
propuestas por Juan Carlos Moreno Cabrera en sus excelentes trabajos al respecto. Si
hemos procurado, no obstante, que cada variedad contara con al menos un gloténimo
adecuado para la fonética espafiola. Cada una aparece seguida de algunos gloténimos
alternativos (con el signo =), una acepcion genética, el lugar donde se habla, y la
cifra de hablantes registrados con la fecha cuando se conoce'. Como se vera, la
adscripcion genética mencionada para cada lengua no es en todos los casos del
mismo nivel, pues las distintas familias se organizan con distintos grados de
complejidad jerarquica y nos interesaba dar a cada entrada una identificacion breve.
