Estimado lector, tiene usted en sus manos (o en su pantalla de ordenador, tablet o smartphone) el primer
numero del Boletin de la Biblioteca Depositaria de las Naciones Unidas de la Universitat de Valencia (ONUBIB).

Puede afirmarse que no hay especialidad académica o cientifica, ni actividad profesional, sobre la que no haya
documentacion de las Naciones Unidas. El cardcter general de las competencias de la Organizacién, hace que su dmbito
competencial sea enorme y abarque todos los dmbitos: el derecho, la economia, la sociologia, el medio ambiente, la
politica, la ingenieria, el comercio, el desarrollo cientifico, el mundo laboral, etc., etc.

La Biblioteca Depositaria de las Naciones Unidas de la Universitat de Valencia (ONUBIB) en cuanto centro de
informaciéon y documentacion de la Organizacion, ha tenido un largo camino que ha pasado por diversas etapas. Inicid su
andadura el afio 1967, adscrita al Departamento de Derecho Internacional, gracias principalmente a los esfuerzos del
Catedratico D. Adolfo Miaja de la Muela. En el afio 1983 se hizo cargo de dichos fondos la Biblioteca de la Facultad de
Derecho, con la finalidad reorganizar los fondos existentes y dejar el tratamiento de la documentacién en manos de
personal especializado conforme a las normas especificas de la ONU.

Pero cuando la Facultad de Derecho se encontraba en el Campus de Blasco Ibafiez lo cierto es que sus fondos
eran muy poco conocidos y su ubicacion (en los s6tanos de la Biblioteca) hacia dificil difundir su actividad. Sélo los
investigadores de la Facultad de Derecho y algun otro investigador aislado conocian su existencia.

Sin duda, el traslado de la Facultad de Derecho al Campus de Tarongers y la ubicacién de ONUBIB en la Biblioteca
de este campus supuso un salto cualitativo importante. Tal y como exige Naciones Unidas la biblioteca debe tener un
espacio diferenciado, desde entonces ONUBIB tiene una mayor visibilidad, siendo su ubicacidn actual en la 22 planta
(zona sur) del edificio de la Biblioteca, en la que sus fondos son mas accesibles. Ello ha permitido que, especialmente los
investigadores de los diversos centros y titulaciones del Campus dels Tarongers, conozcan mejor su existencia y
aprovechen mas sus fondos y recursos.

Estas nuevas instalaciones también han permitido que se puedan organizar talleres, exposiciones y charlas. De
ahi que en la actualidad se realizan actividades complementarias de los estudiantes de grado, consistentes en visitas a la
Biblioteca Depositaria (ONUBIB) en las que se les explica el tipo de documentacion y los recursos existentes en la misma,
las materias tratadas en la sede de las Naciones Unidas y la forma de acceder a sus recursos de informacion, tanto
presencial como on-line.

Desde entonces, las consultas realizadas a la Biblioteca Depositaria no han dejado de crecer y estamos orgullosos
de que cada vez se conozca mejor este centro y se utilicen mejor los fondos.

Pero la vocacion de ONUBIB es de servicio a toda la comunidad universitaria y a toda la sociedad valenciana y no
sélo al “Campus dels Tarongers”. Por eso, hemos lanzado la idea de este boletin trimestral cuya principal finalidad es dar
a conocer, al mayor nimero posible de destinatarios, los fondos existentes en ONUBIB y los recursos y novedades de las
Naciones Unidas y sus organismos especializados. También queremos hacerles llegar las novedades de cada trimestre y
las actividades organizadas, promovidas o relacionadas con ONUBIB.

Como vera el lector, este primer niumero tiene tres apartados: Uno de nuevas publicaciones y sitios web de las
Naciones Unidas aparecidas en el ultimo trimestre, otro de nuevos titulos que se afiaden a la biblioteca de ONUBIB y un
tercer apartado sobre “otros temas” en el que pretendemos recoger informacidn sobre actividades organizadas por
ONUBIB, noticias de especial interés o actividades que consideramos de especial importancia.

Jointly published by WHO, the United Nations
Development Programme, and the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime, the report
reviews the current status of violence prevention efforts in countries, and calls for a scaling up of
violence prevention programmes; stronger legislation and enforcement of laws relevant for
violence prevention; and enhanced services for victims of violence.

With the onset of winter, more than five million people living in conflict affected areas of Ukraine are facing mounting
hardship and some are struggling to survive, according to a report issued on 15 December 2014 by the Office of the UN
High Commissioner for Human Rights. The breakdown in law and order as well as the violence and fighting in the eastern
regions, fuelled by the inflow of heavy and sophisticated weaponry as well as foreign fighters, including from the Russian
Federation, has had “a direct impact on all fundamental human rights, including the security, liberty and well-being, of
individuals living there,” the report says. It is the eighth in a series by the United Nations Human Rights Monitoring
Mission (HRMMU) and covers the period from 1 to 30 November 2014. It details how significant damage to
infrastructure, economic breakdown, and the disruption of social and medical services are particularly affecting the most
vulnerable, including older people, children and individuals in state institutional care.

Each year millions of people dependant on agriculture, forestry and fisheries are confronted by droughts, floods, plant
pests or animal diseases, and conflict. When that happens, the livelihoods of communities can be left in tatters, while
disruptions to food production and distribution undermine the food security of nations and entire regions. FAO has
recently teamed up with a coalition of 15 partner agencies to develop a new tool to help national governments and
development and humanitarian organizations in their efforts to prevent and respond to such situations. InfoRM - the
Index for Risk Management - was designed to help identify where and why crises are likely to occur. The index builds up
a picture of risk by bringing together some 50 different indicators measuring three dimensions of risk: hazards and
exposure of people, vulnerability of communities to those hazards, and their capacity to cope with them. This data is
synthesized into a consolidated, simple risk profile for each country, which includes natural and human hazards,
vulnerability and lack of coping capacity. Currently, InfoRM covers 191 countries.
